o V.2 -0ur complete dependence on God is our strength
o The Word of God that was spoken at the beginning of creation is still in
existence today, and the Holy Spirit is doing the work of creating what
God’s Word says about who we are and what we are becoming in Christ

o God is omnipotent (all knowing), but He chooses to forget our sins
o God’s thoughts are never random. You are always on God’s mind because
He is always with you

= You have authority to preach the Gospel — Luke 9:60; Mark 16:15
= You have authority to stand against the enemy — Ephesians 6:10-18;

= You are seated with Christ in Heavenly Places — Ephesians 1:15-23;
Colossians 1:13
= You have the power of God’s Word to exercise your authority —
1 John 4:4; Acts 1:8
= You have authority to live as a new creation in Christ — 2 Corinthians
5:17
= You can minister and walk in authority — Luke 9:1; Matthew 10:8;
John 14:12
